· Early Intervention for the Preschool Years PowerPoint presentation provides a contextual framework for the module, a rationale for early intervention, and an advanced organizer for the specific, evidence-based programs featured in this module.  This introductory section also contains a handout that provides a rationale for early childhood intervention.
· Dialogic Reading, Incredible Years, and Parent-Child Interaction Therapy PowerPoint presentations are intended for presenting material to practitioners, trainers, and trainees interested in learning more about specific, evidence-based programs that utilize empirically supported interventions in the preschool years.
· Dialogic Reading contains a PowerPoint presentation and a detailed handout that summarizes Dialogic Reading as an evidence-based intervention.  The handout identifies the goal of the intervention, procedures, methodological rigor to establish efficacy, results, and references.  Additional handouts provide guides to questions parents ask when using Dialogic Reading.
· Incredible Years contains a PowerPoint presentation and a detailed handout that summarizes Incredible Years as an evidence-based intervention.  The handout identifies the goal of the intervention, procedures, methodological rigor to establish efficacy, results, and references.  Additional handouts provide sample activities and evaluation tools, as well as web resources and program fact sheets.
· Parent-Child Interaction Therapy contains two PowerPoint presentations (one for a detailed overview and another for implementation guidelines.  Additionally, this section contains three handouts: 1) an evidence-based intervention summary that identifies the goal of the intervention, procedures, methodological rigor to establish efficacy, results, and references; 2) references for the assessment tools used with PCIT; 3) discussion questions that can be used by trainers.
