1. Why is it important to involve families in early intervention services?  What are some of the benefits of creating partnerships among families and early education professionals?
2. What are some examples of universal interventions at the preschool level?  What are examples of targeted group interventions at this level?
3. When would PCIT be the most appropriate method of delivering early intervention services?

4. What are some characteristics that influence the effectiveness of PCIT?

5. Are there some parents with whom PCIT might be more or less feasible or appropriate?  Why or why not?

6. What important information about PCIT might be shared with a family to increase clarity and effectiveness of the intervention?
7. What are some ways to expedite the intake process while still collecting enough information to make informed clinical decisions?  
8. In addition to family members and teachers, are there any additional parties that should be contacted to obtain information on the child’s behaviors?

9. Why is it important to practice behavioral play therapy on days when the child has misbehaved?
10. How would you explain the importance of “catching a child being good” to parents?
11. What are some techniques that may be used to help parents reach PCIT mastery criteria?
12. What are some strategies to reduce barriers or challenges with data collection and implementation of PCIT?

13. How would you increase the amount of treatment integrity with which PCIT is implemented successfully?
