Guidelines for Using the 

Parent Consultation Module: 


· Parent Consultation Powerpoint presentation is intended for presenting material to practitioners, trainers, and trainees interested in learning more about consultation practices used with parents. Throughout the PowerPoint presentation there are references to handouts and activities that can be used to further one’s knowledge in this area.
· The Reference Bibliography for Parent Consultation is a compilation of empirically-based articles and books about parent consultation and evidence based models detailing practices involved in successful parent consultation practices. 
· Interview Forms can be used by practitioners in field-based CBC cases and by trainers to hand out during instructional sessions. Different versions are available to accompany different styles. (See CBC Handouts and alternate forms sections)
· The Agendas can be used during each meeting. They should be handed out to parents and teachers so that they can follow along and take notes during consultation meetings. (See CBC Handouts)
· The Objective Checklists are used for training purposes. These forms are used to record the percent of objectives met in an interview by the consultant. These forms measure the integrity of the CBC process. (See CNII, CNAI, and CPEI Handouts - objectives)
· Data Collection Forms are used after the CNII and throughout the process to record data collected at home and school. These forms can be used as examples while conducting training in parent consultation or during CBC cases. (See CNII forms, Handout 4)
· Integrity Forms (Consultation Plan and Plan Summary Forms) are used to assess the degree to which interventions developed in the CNAI are implemented in the child’s environment. These forms are given to consultees after the CNAI. The consultees indicate each step of the plan that they complete. (See CNAI Handouts 4, 5, 6)
· The Home-School Goal Form is a summary sheet to organize information collected during consultation and visualize the shared goal developed in CBC. (See CNAI Handout 7 and 7a)
· Powerpoint Presentations provide practice guidelines for the CBC process and content. Tips are included for CBC interviews and data collection procedures. These can be used for training purposes. (See CBC materials)
· The Case Studies are examples of actual Conjoint Behavioral Consultation cases. These case studies can be used while presenting material to trainees or learning the CBC model. (See Parent Consultation Case Studies)
Activities:
· Discussion questions are used when training individuals in the CBC process. They may facilitate conversation around the procedures and process of CBC. (See Parent Consultation Handout 5)
· Role-plays can be used during the training process. There are scripts for parents and teachers with relevant details described throughout. A consultant can practice running a consultation meeting with a hypothetical client, parent, and teacher while completing their training.  See Role-play Activities.
· CD and DVDs: One CD includes all CBC forms and presentations available in Microsoft word or PowerPoint format. The second DVD shows an example of a CBC case with a consultant and two consultees. The third DVD includes demonstrations of communication skills.
