5. What are some strategies to reduce barriers or challenges to implementing parent consultation successfully?

6. Why is an integrated approach to consultation useful when delivering services to parents or teachers in a conjoint fashion?

7. What are some possible targets behaviors in parent consultation and conjoint behavioral consultation that relate to parent and teacher communication and family-school relationship issues?

8. What are some difficulties a consultant may encounter when collecting data and developing an intervention plan?

9. What are some unique issues during treatment implementation in parent consultation when compared to conjoint behavioral consultation?
