____Student and child situated in a comfortable, well-lit space.

____Parent selected appropriate text that builds on previous session.  
____Parent pointed to a specific point to begin reading.

 ____Parent asked child to read orally and naturally.

____Parent set a timer for 10 minutes. 
____Parents intervened correctly each time a word was substituted, omitted, added, or
 if child hesitated more than 4 seconds. 

____Parents used a valid error correction process for each error: 

____Points to location of error, 
____Correctly states word(s) for child

____Asks child to pronounce the modeled correct word(s)
____Asks child to reread the entire sentence correctly
____Delivers verbal praise after sentence is read correctly. 
____After 4-5 minutes of reading, parent asked child to stop. 

____Parent asked child to reread same section. (Sections are typically reread 2-3 


times per session until the 10 minutes is over.) 

____Parent then conducted a “Parent Check” for the session
____Selects a place to begin in a section from that day’s reading.
____Asks child to read for only 1 minute – no error correction is given
____Keeps track of errors – omission, incorrect word, or 

____Marks last word read after 1 minute. 

____WCPM  is calculated correctly total # of words correct in 1 minute 
____WCPM for that day is correctly entered onto daily form
